Created in 1964


Expanded and designated as a reserve in 1983


First tour boat 1984 now up to 10 one of eastern Newfoundland’s most popular ecotourism destinations


Seabird populations and behaviour are monitored in collaboration with Memorial University and the Canadian wildlife Service seabird populations are currently stable or increasing bodes well for sustainable ecotourism in the area, and also spin-off activities











EcoTourism
