Think about the impact that severe weather conditions would have on various occupations such as  fish harvesters, pilots, truck drivers, and so on. Severe weather conditions have wide ranging effects on every aspect of life. When a snowstorm causes the closure of roads, goods cannot get to communities. This can in turn cause economic problems for the stores selling these products. 
Consider the disaster that occurred in Buchans in the spring of 2003. That flood displaced people from their homes for months. Surely these people were distressed both economically and emotionally as a result of losing their homes and property. For some, it meant living away from their community for an extended period of time.
